MA [Measures of Academic Progress) Assessments - Tests to provide educators the information they need to improve
teaching and learning. Educators use the growth and achievement data from MAP test resulis to develop targeted
instructional strategies and to plan school improvement. MAP test results help educators make student-focused, data-
driven decisions. MAP tests are availablein Reading, Language Usage, Mathematics, and Science. The computerized
adaptive testis not a traditional standardized test. When the student sits down atthe computer for the first time, the
computer will select and display a question thatis appropriate for a typical student in that grade level. The computer will
select questions specifically for that student depending on how they performed on the previous questions. Each time the
student answers a question, the computer scores all the questions taken so far to make a determination for the next
question. The computer continues to select questions, cycling through the goal strands until the student reaches the end
of the test. The score is immediately available to the student and the teacher.

CUA [Curriculum Unit of Assessment] - A process of gathering and analyzing information from multiple sources in order
to improve students’ leaming in sustainable ways. It encompasses day-to-day observations, aswell as a variety of
alternative assessment tools. Because there is a high emphasis on testing and a hefty emphasis on accountability,
assessing the curriculum is a key part of making sure that schools are functioning at an adequate level. There are
two primary types of evaluations — formative and summative - that assess academic curriculum for effectiveness.
This testing helps to align the student’s skills and learning with the type of assessment that will be used to measure
their learning.
